Amateur and professional photographers of all ages are invited to
participate. The deadline for entries is May 15, 2007.

ELIGIB IL ITY
All residents of Whatcom County are eligible to participate with the exception of those called upon to jury the competition.

J U R Y  C R I T E R I A
Winning entries will be selected on the basis of the following criteria:

• Photographic quality
• How well the photo captures the “Essence of Bellingham”
• Resolution of image (higher resolution images will be favored over lower ones)
• Classi�cation of photographer (e.g. age group, amateur, professional)
• Category of subject matter (all entries will be categorized by the jury with winners chosen within each category)

In addition to classi�cation and category winners, �rst, second and third place over-all competition winners will be chosen.

The Whatcom Museum of History & Art is seeking digital or scanned photographs which capture the “Essence
of Bellingham.”  Entries will be added to a collection documenting Bellingham life and may appear in Whatcom
Museum and City of Bellingham publications displayed in various places such as print, TV, and the Internet.
