Dear Mr. Edelstein:

On April 12, 2006, the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers (Corps) issued a jurisdictional
determination for wetlands on property proposed for development and located adjacent to
Chuckanut Drive at Bellingham, Washington. Your wetland consultants, Northwest Ecological
Services, LLC, subsequently provided additional information and requested that the Corps
reconsider the determination made for wetlands DD and EE. On April 13, 2007, Mr. Matthew
Bennett and Ms. Vikki Didenhover conducted a site visit in response to your request and the
information provided that indicated that you believed that wetlands DD and EE are “isolated”
and outside the Corps jurisdiction.

After reviewing your submitted information and our office resources and after visiting the site,
we have determined the wetlands identified as DD and EE on the enclosed drawings, are isolated
and not regulated as a water of the United States. As such, the work that would occur within the
boundaries marked for Wetlands DD and EE does not require Department of the Army
authorization under Section 404 of the Clean Water Act. All other jurisdictional determinations
made for other site wetlands, as described in our letter dated April 12, 2006, remain valid.
