Its beautiful glass 

and steel construction lend it the 

flexibility to be the perfect venue 

for any gathering.   

The facility includes a 5,200 square 

foot building, with restrooms and a 

small kitchen area, and a 15,000 

square foot courtyard with 8,200 

square feet of covered shelters to 

provide event-related activity space.

     Depot Market Square was developed through a 

public/private partnership as a regional example of 

recycling and environmentally conscious construction.  

The beautiful beams and arches were salvaged from 

demolition of the Highway 99 bridge over the 

Skagit River between Mt. Vernon and Burlington.  On 

the south side of the building, a rain garden collects 

and filters rain water.
