Dear Planning Commission,
re: Padden Trails Development

[ would like to urge the planning department not to allow a rezone of the parcel in question.
Living on the corner of 38th and Harrison, I have an intimate knowledge of the Padden Creek
Gorge. This whole area consists of clay soil and underground water sources, including some
fairly prolific artesian wells. With this and the steepness of slope, it seems hardly an example of
an ideal place for logical growth, especially at an increased density as proposed. The creek itself
maintains a corridor for great blue heron, northern pygmy owl, barred owl, great grey owl, bald
eagle, red tail hawk, vulture, as well as countless water birds, deer, coyote, raccoon, rabbit and
more.

Besides this, there are also the issues of accessibility and infrastructure. The "arterial" popularly
known as the Padden Stairsteps is already dangerous, especially for pedestrians and bicyclists.
Increased traffic here would cost the city far more than the developers could possibly mitigate,
especially considering their inadequate proposal.

In closing, this project is not in line with the "smart" or "green" development of city policy or the
Samish neighborhood plan.
